Al reading matters, Shared reading is about ‘reading with', not just
‘raading 10’ (even for older chidren). So, ask lota of “Wh' questions, such
as Wro? What? Whan? Whers? Why? Try them when tallking about
bocks: for axample, "'what do you think Harry is feslng?'

If it Is a book, look at tha front cover—or the last chapter — and talk about
what might happen next, Lock for cues in the book and be a reading
detectivel For exampile, ‘'can you see the bear on the front cover? Whare
do you think he will go?'

Whan you've finished reading, tak about what heppenad, Acting out the
things that happenad n the story or describing the big idea of a chapter
I8 realy fun and maximises learning. For examgple, “can you remamber al
the things that happened on 1he Dear hunt?'

Write, or draw pictures, from anything you've read! Big writing and
pictures ane even more fun, For axample, use an old roll of wallpaper o
make a treasura map with chas from the atorles you've read together,

Maie books a part of the family, Encourage your chikd to shara them with
a ralative or friend, over a video cal. Laugh sbout them whan you are
making maeals together, For exampie, ‘| hope the tigar doesn’ come to
tea today!'

Talk about the joy of reading whenevar you can, Your child is on an amazing
urney to becoming a readed Put them in the driving seat and have lun
on the way! For exampia, "'choosa your tavolrita story for bedtime tenight.!
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
